In most cases it will take 2 – 3 years of being 
cast in low-to-no budget short films to pull enough material together to create a 5 minute 
showreel, even then you still need to try and get the footage from the film makers, and pay an 
editing company to put the material together for you (that is of course if the material is even 
worth using in the first place). We completely cut out those first few years of struggling by 
working closely with you to tailor a reel that will show you in the best possible light.

Behind the scenes - Fran sees to the nuts and bolts of Actors Apparel as the company’s 
producer. Once the sole writer of Actors Apparel, Fran’s duties were passed over to Duncan 
after she became a mother in 2012.  However they both still work closely together throughout 
the company.  
 
Actors Apparel also work with freelance assistants, make-up artists and other industry 
professionals to enhance the quality of their work. Generating a relaxed and friendly 
environment for their clients, they value the importance of their clients feeling confident when 
producing their showreels.

Most showreel companies provide you with recycled, out of date, amateur standard material. 
What we offer is completely unique.

Here at Actors Apparel, it’s important to us that each showreel is finished to its highest 
possible standard. When we put our name on a showreel, we want it to be the best it can be! 
Unlike other companies, we care about our clients and about the body of work they create for 
themselves. Due to the flexible and friendly nature in which we work, we build up good 
relationships with our clients, ultimately enhancing their confidence when working with us. We 
also know what works and what doesn’t and always strive for the best on behalf of our clients.  
 
 
 
Pre-shoot: 
 
Once you have decided to produce your showreel with us, we will send you a briefing form. 
This will help us understand the type of actor you are and in what way you want the showreel 
to promote you to agents and casting directors. 
 
Once you have sent us your briefing form we will set up a meeting to discuss your brief, 
making sure we understand exactly what you want. When we have a grasp of who you are and 
what you want, we then plot out the scripts with you, working out what will work best – focusing 
on your skills and strengths as well as your aspirations. Once we have your specified brief and 
you have paid your deposit (half of the total cost), we then get to work on your scripts.   
 
When the 1st draft of your scripts are ready, we send them over for you to check and approve. 
We then make the necessary changes based on your feedback. Once your scenes are 
amended and ready, it’s then time for you to prepare your characters and for us to shoot your 
showreel.  
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Shoot: 
 
The length of the shoot can vary from showreel to showreel, but commonly, we schedule a 10 
hour day. A typical day starts at 9.00. We schedule plenty of time to complete the shoot. It’s 
important for us to schedule extra time, so that everyone’s happy and no-one feels rushed. 
Exclusive Showreels will commonly run little longer due to having an extra scene. 
 
Post Shoot: 
 
As specified in the T&C’s, there will be up to a one month turn around on  
receiving your showreel post shoot. You will have an opportunity to give us notes and 
feedback on your reel before you receive the final copies. Your showreel will be kept on our 
system for 2 years. 
 
We’ve made the process of creating a tailor made showreel as simple and efficient as 
possible.

SHOWREEL ANALYSIS - £50 
 
As an actor wanting to take your career seriously, a showreel is your most vital 
marketing tool. With the advantage of the internet, it’s never been easier to 
showcase your talents. However, most actors seem to get it wrong at the first 
hurdle, and as much as we wish it were true, it’s not enough to just have a 
showreel. The truth is, a bad showreel can be more damaging to your career 
than no showreel at all!  
 
Most actors shoot themselves in the foot before they’ve already begun. There’s 
nothing more off putting than poor material, even if the acting is good. Bad 
visuals, sound and editing is enough for industry professionals to switch off 
before they’ve even given you a chance to prove your talent.  
 
Although it helps, it’s true that you don’t have to have a huge portfolio of 
professional screen work in order for your showreel to be good – every actor has 
to start somewhere and casting directors know that. However, the material in 
your showreel needs to LOOK professional. As nice as it is to hear your parents 
and friends tell you how wonderful your showreel is; they’re not professionals. If 
your leg was falling off, you wouldn’t trust a friend to stitch it back on! You’d seek 
professional, medical attention. Why should it be any different for your career? 
 
If you want to make an impression on the industry and to be considered for 
professional acting jobs; you need a professional’s opinion. With over 10 years in 
the business we know what we’re talking about. Our showreel analysis will 
provide you with the advice you need to ensure your showreel is working for you, 
and not against you.

Done badly, it will 
hinder your chances of anyone watching past the first 10 seconds! Don’t fall into 
the trap that trip up so many actors. Trust a professional to do it properly! On 
average a showreel edit from scratch takes 4 hours.

Not everyone is gifted at the art of make-up, and a lot of actors don’t want the 
hassle of having to worry about how their make up looks whilst they’re filming. 
We use skilled and trusted free-lance make-up artists for our projects, and are 
happy to recommend them to you. The cost of a make-up artist is a discounted 
rate of £60 a day (in cash) Actors Apparel take no percentage of that cost. It is 
up to the client to arrange separately with the make-up artist, the booking and 
agreement of the work entailed. See references below. Please note that the 
scheduling of your make-up artist will need to be integrated into your days shoot, 
and does not permit overtime.
